EXHIRBIT “A”

1. Property shall only be utilized for resideniial purposes. Only one single family
dwelling shall be permiited on the property. The property cannot be further re-
subdivided into smailer parcels.

2. Any residence must be of new construction only and shall have a minimum of
1,800 square feet of heated (living) area. Tt being the intent of this covenant to prohibit
the moving of an existing building (new or otherwise) onto a lof and remodeling or
converting same inio a dwelling unit on this propexrty. No mobile homes, trailer homes
or premanufactured hoes shall be allowed to be placed on this property. Only one
out building (storage shed) will be allowed on each lot. The out building must be
assthetically harmonions with the main dwelling, erected on 2 suitable foundation, and
properly maintained. Any ocutbuilding must be erecied to the rear of the main
dwelling and must be of new construction, only. No used outbuilding will be allowed
o be placed on any lot.

3. No sizucture of temporary characier, trailer, teni, shack, garage, barn or other
outbuilding shall be used on any lot at any time as a residence, either temporarily or
permanently. No above ground fuel tank with a capacity of more than ten {10) gallons
shall be allowed on any lot

4. No noxious or offensive activity shall be carried on the property, nor shall anything
be done which may be or may become an annoyance or nuisance to the adjoining
property or the neighborhood.

5. No oil drilling, oil development operations or refining, quarrying or mining
operations of any kind shall be permiiied upon or in said property, nor shall oil wells,
tanks, tunnels, mineral excavations or shafis be permitied spon the property. No
derrick or other structure designed for use in boring for oil and patural gas shall be
erected, maintained or permitied upon said property.

§. No building or any part thereof, including garages, satellite dishes, or porches shall
be erscted on the property closer than fifty (50) feet from any public read and no closer
tharn twenty-five (25) feet from the remaining properiy lines. Diviveways shall be ao
closer than ten (10} feel from the adjoining property lines {other than the property hne
adjoining a public road).

7. No fence shall be erected on any lot closer thau fifty (50) feet from any public
road. No fence shall exceed eight (8) feet in height. Fences shall be constructed
of wood, brick, vinyl or open-air chain link (no slatg). No barbed wire, field
fenice, hog wire, nei wire of similar type material will be allowed.

8. Property shall not be used or maintained as a dumping ground for rubbish. Trash,

garbage or other waste shall not be kept except in sanitary containers. Said coniainers
shall be kepi to the vear of the main dwelling and shall only be placed along the street



for scheduled garbage pickups. The containers shall not be placed along the street for
more than 12 hours prior 1o the scheduled pick-up time and shall not rersain along the
strect for more than 24 hours after the garbage has been picked up.  All incinerators or
other equipment for storage of such material shall be kept in a clean and sanitary
condition.

9. The slevation of the property shall not be altered to materially affect the surface,
elevation or grade of said property to a point where it alters drainage or imposes more
burdensome drainage or runoff upon adjoining properties. No rock, gravel or clay shall
be excavated or removed from the property for commercial purposss.

10. No animals, livesiock or poultry of any kind shall be raised, kept or bred except
dogs, cats, or other household pets, providing they are not kept, bred, or mainiained for
any commercial purpose or in such mumbers or conditions as may be offensive to the
other property owners and providing farther that said pets kept on these premised myust
aot be allowed to roam free, but must be restrained on the owner’s premises by
adequate leashes or fencing. No swins or chickens may be kept on the property.

11. Sewage facilities must be approved by the parish and/ or state health department.
Sewage oxidation ponds or lagoons are specifically prohibited from being placed on the
property.

2. No planes, boats, tractors, trailess, heavy equipment, motor homes, camping uniis,
or fruck larger than a one-ton pickup truck, or other offensive objects shall be parked or
kept along the froni (voad side) of the property or in front of the dwelling. Such items
may be kept on the properiy at the rear of the dwelling if they do not constitute a
nuisance and if they are well screened or concealed in some appropriaie fashion so as
not to be unsightly or offensive to the neighborhood. No one shall perform work on
any machinery or vehicles on the property other than work of a temporary nature and
only on vehicles or machinery owned by that particular property owner. The term
“temporary” shall mean that the machine or vehicle shall not remain moperabie on the
property for a period of ime in excess of seven (7) days. No permamently unused or
moperable vehicles or machinery shall be placed o stored on the propesty.

13. These covenants are to run with the property and shall be binding on all parties and
persons clatming under them for a period of 25 vears.

14. Enforcement shall be by proceedings at law or in equity against any person or
persons violating or attewapting to violaie any covenants either to resirain violation or o
recover damages.

15. Imvalidation of any one of these covenants by judgment or court order shall inno
way affect any of the other provisions, which shall remain in full force and effect.
