TEW LAKE ESTATES
RESTRICTIVE COVENANTS

The properties designated as Tew Lake Estates and described in further detail in the
Preamble to this instrument are subject to the following Restrictive Covenants for the
purpose of maintaining the desirability and value of said properties.

ARTICLE 1 - LAND USE

All of the described property is designated for residential purposes and use only. No
building shall be erected, placed, altered or permitted to remain on any lot other than a
single family dwelling not to exceed one and one-half stories in height, a garage or
carport/boatport and a single unattached outbuilding or accessory building. A gazebo or
over-water boathouse shall not be considered an outbuilding or accessory building for the
purposes of this article.

ARTICLE 2 - BUILDING TYPES

Any residence building erected shall be constructed exteriorly of brick, stone, solid wood,
cedar shake, stucco or manufactured metal, vinyl or composite siding of a type simulating
wood siding. Garages, carports and accessory buildings shall be constructed of materials
similar to and corresponding in style and architecture to that of the residence building to
which it is appurtenant. No mobile home shall be placed or erected on any lot. No
trailer, tent, barn, shack or other outbuilding or structure of a temporary nature shall be at
any time placed or allowed to remain on any lot except during the residence construction
period. A single motorhome or self-contained camping trailer may be parked temporarily
on a lot on which a permanent dwelling exists for a period not to exceed two weeks in

any thirty (30) day period.
ARTICLE 3 — RESIDENTIAL STRUCTURE MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS

There shall be a minimum of 800 square feet of living area on the main floor of the
residence structure, with a minimum total living area of 1,000 square feet exclusive of
open or screened porches, decks, garages, carports or storage areas attached to carports or
garages for lots 1 thru 15.

There shall be a minimum of 1,000 square feet of living area on the main floor of the
residence structure, with a minimum total living area of 1,250 square feet exclusive of
open or screened porches, decks, garages, carports or storage areas attached to carports or
garages for lots 16 thru 23.

All residences shall be constructed to a standard which shall meet or exceed
specifications approved and accepted by both the United States Federal Housing
Authority and the United States Veterans Administration.



ARTICLE 4 - BUILDING AND STRUCTURE LOCATION

No building or structure shall be located closer than 60 feet from the centerline of Estate
Drive nor nearer to a side property line than 10 feet. Boat piers extending into the water
are an exception to this restriction provided adjacent property owners agree to
constructing a pier up to the side property line to allow the sharing of a pier by the
adjacent property owners. The owner of two adjacent properties may consider the
properties as a single property for the purpose of placing a residence. No property shall
be re-subdivided.

ARTICLE 5 - FENCES

Any fencing placed on the property shall be of a permanent nature, shall not exceed 6
feet in height, shall not obstruct or impede the natural drainage and shall not be placed
closer than 30 feet from the centerline of Estate Drive.

ARTICLE 6 — NUISANCES

No noxious or offensive activities shall be allowed on any property nor shall any activity
which is an annoyance or offensive to the neighborhood be allowed.

ARTICLE 7 - DOMESTIC ANIMALS

No animals or livestock shall be raised, bred or kept on any property except dogs, cats or
other domestic pets. No animals shall be kept, bred or maintained for commercial
purpose. Animals shall be retained on the owner’s property or restrained by leash so as
not to be a nuisance to the neighborhood.

ARTICLE 8 - SIGNS

No sign of any kind shall be displayed to the public view on any property, except one
professional sign of not more than two (2) square feet advertising the property for sale or
customary signs used by a builder or the owner/developer to advertise the property during
the construction and sales period. No renting of property shall be permitted.

ARTICLE 9 - RUBBISH, TRASH AND GARBAGE

No property shall be used or maintained as a dumping ground for rubbish, trash, garbage
or other waste. Equipment or containers for the temporary storage, until disposal, of such
materials shall be maintained in a clean and sanitary condition. Upon completion of
construction of a residence, all waste and debris shall be removed from the property
promptly.



ARTICLE 10 - LOT MAINTENANCE

Property owners assume the obligation and shall be responsible to keep their properties
from growing up in weeds, underbrush or unkept grass. Should an owner fail to
discharge this obligation, the adjacent property owners or the developer or any one of
them shall have the authority to have said property cut or cleaned and to be paid a
reasonable charge for such services by the owner of said property.

ARTICLE 11 - MINERALS EXPLORATION

No mining or drilling for exploration or development of gas, oil or other minerals shall be
permitted or conducted on any of the properties described herein.

ARTICLE 12 - UTILITY EASEMENTS

Easements for the installation and maintenance of utilities shall be reserved across each
property at or as near as allowed to a line traversing the property thirty (30) feet from the
centerline of Estate Drive.

ARTICLE 13 - HAZARDOUS MATERIALS

Hazardous materials shall not be stored on any property. This restriction does not
preclude the use of butane, propane or similar fuel tanks but such tanks must be hidden
from public or adjacent property view by fence, landscaping screen or similar enclosure.

ARTICLE 14 - SEWAGE TREATMENT

Each property shall have installed a mechanical sewage disposal system providing
supplemental aeration of similar design to that of a “Mo-Dad” or Delta Environmental
Systems product. Any system installed shall be constructed to meet the requirements and
standards of the Louisiana State Department of Health or any other State or Parish
governmental authority having jurisdiction over such matters. No sewage treatment
system or surface discharge from such system shall be located closer than 30 feet from an
adjacent property. Any sewage system installed shall include a signal light or other
readily visible device indicating the operative status of the system.

ARTICLE 15 - ENFORCEMENT

The right and privilege are given to the owner of any of the herein described properties to
personally enforce by proceedings at law or in equity any violation of the restrictions set
forth herein, either to restrain such violation or to recover damages. Failure of any owner
to enforce any covenant or restriction shall in no case be deemed a waiver of the right to
pursue such action thereafter



ARTICLE 16 — SEVERABILITY

Invalidation of any one of these covenants and/or restrictions by Judgement or Court
Order shall in no wise affect any of the other provisions which shall remain in full force
and effect.

ARTICLE 17 - NATURE AND TERMS

These covenants and/or restrictions are to run with the land and shall be binding on all
parties and all persons claiming under them for a period of twenty five (25) years from
the date this instrument is recorded, after which time said covenants and/or restrictions
shall be extended for successive periods of ten (10) years unless an instrument signed by
a majority of the then owners of the properties has been recorded, agreeing to change said
covenants and/or restrictions in whole or in part.

ARTICLE 18 - CONFLICT WITH OTHER REGULATIONS

Nothing in these covenants and/or restrictions shall be construed to minimize, lessen or
reduce the minimum regulations and/or requirements of the ordinances of Catahoula
Parish, Louisiana, but rather, in any case of conflict between these covenants and/or
restrictions and regulations and/or requirements, the greater or more stringent shall take
precedence and control.
